2018 Tau Grants 

• For smaller nonprofits 

• Range up to $10,000 

• Two grant cycles annually  

• Second cycle FY18 (deadline to apply February 8, 

2018 at 12 pm - noon) will support organizational 

capacity building.   



Examples of Organizational Capacity Building  

• Strategic Planning/Succession Planning/Fund Development 
Strategy 

• Board Development/Staff Development 

• One time purchase of technology upgrades and/or training on 
new technology 

• Website redesign 

• Social Enterprise Development and Planning 
 



Tau Grant Focus 

Tau grant funding is provided for capacity building requests that the 
organization plans to undertake that will result in: 

• Increase in access to health services or (and) improved health 
status 

• For marginalized, vulnerable, underserved or economically 
disadvantaged persons. 



Eligibility 
The organization or project must: 

• Be a 501 (c)(3). 

• Serve residents of Hillsborough, Pinellas, Martin, St. Lucie, 
Palm Beach or Miami-Dade counties. 

• Be in “good standing” with Allegany Franciscan Ministries. 

• Be willing to comply with all requirements of the Allegany 
Franciscan Ministries Grant Agreement.

Limitations 

 

• Intended to help smaller organizations – the organizational 
budget must be under $2 million. 

• Provides support to organizations throughout the regions 
Allegany serves, so we limit the number of active grants and 
applications for an organization.  

• Not available for individuals, public agencies, capital, 
fundraising events, or endowments. 

 

 



Limitations  

• Supports one-time or specific gaps. 

• May include personnel but not entirely for  salary. 

• Not for ongoing, sustaining funding. 

• Not usually renewable/repeated. 

• Supports organizations that broadly address health services and 
community health for underserved persons. 

• Afterschool, out-of-school and mentoring programs are not eligible. Tau 
Grants are not intended to support direct treatment services such as 
mental health counseling, substance abuse treatment or physical therapy, 
or for halfway houses and similar residential programs. 

• Projects focusing on specific diseases will not usually be funded. 



2018 Tau Grants  
Examples of Successfully Funded Organizations 

 

A community based 
collaborative group 
requesting funding for 
strategic planning to 
address community health 
needs. Organization has 
secured ongoing funding 
from other partners.  

An education based 
organization that 

provides healthy cooking 
classes to underserved 

youth and families. 
Requested funding is for 
staff training to educate 
additional Public School 

teachers on health 
curriculum.  



2018 Tau Grants  
Examples of Requests not Funded 

An organization that 
provides supportive 

housing to a marginalized 
population, yet with no 
explained connection to 

other health related 
services, requests funding 
for technology upgrades. 

A food pantry that provides 
freshly cooked meals to 

marginalized communities 
requests funding for new 

kitchen equipment, yet no 
correlation is made 
between the new 

equipment and the health 
impact.

• How will this capacity building project help you better serve your   
community? 

• Please list any other funding sources you may have for this project 
and the amount.
